On September 24, The Office of Civic Engagement will engage its constituency and community and
register voters at a table on the 2™ floor of the Student Center from 11 am — 1 pm. At this event, students will
have the opportunity to register to vote, update their registration, obtain nonpartisan voter information and learn
about absentee ballots with representatives from The Board of Elections, The League of Women Voters and
Alpha Kappa Alpha. In addition to voter engagement efforts, students will also have the opportunity to learn
about: the importance of Census 2020, how their count effects the amount of money brought back to their
communities, and the great job opportunities available with the Census.

Founded in 2012, National Voter Registration Day is designed to create an annual moment when the entire
nation focuses on registering Americans to exercise their most basic right — the right to vote. More than two
million Americans have registered to vote on this day since the inaugural National Voter Registration Day.
